  



      Classroom Expectations – Mr. Scheef
Be in your seat when the tardy bell rings.  Running into the room as the bell is ringing is not acceptable.

Tardies:   (See student handbook)

Bring all necessary materials with you each day.  Students coming to class without their necessary materials will be counted tardy.    Note:  Book bags shall remain in your locker…there is not sufficient room for both computer bags and book bags.  In addition, hats, (any head wear, gear) sun glassess, jackets/coats etc. shall remain in your locker…Plan accordingly.

All assignments will be completed in black-blue ink or by computer.  Students should have a pencil for those assignments where pencil is acceptable. 

Note:
Computers…place on the table as you enter the room.  Have batteries charged (prior) to class.

         
Computers are to be used as an educational tool.  Computers found to be used for emailing,  Facebook,  

You Tube,  music and or games etc. will stay over night in my possession.  Do not turn screens to prohibit their  
view from the instructor.
Note:
Turn off and put away all electronic equipment (cell phones - ipods - blackberries, smart phones no head phones) 
etc. and place in the (ibox).  If seen , used or heard :

a.
1st time  “It’s mine…” (how long I keep it depends on your attitude in giving it to me…”)

b.
2nd time  “It will belong to the office.”

When using paper use white standard straight lined, straight edged…no fringed edged notebook paper.  Projects completed on paper other than (white) standard notebook paper will be returned for a redo, and 10 points will be deducted from that grade.

When you need to ask a question…”Ask three (3) before me.”   

Assignments are expected to be turned in on time.  I will be glad to grade any thing that is ocmpleted and that is turned in on time. 

a.
LATE assignments:   Can only earn a maximum of 60% if turned  by 8:00 a.m.  of the next (A-B) 
day.  After 8:00 late will work will receive zero credit.

Students are responsible for obtaining all assignments due during the suspension period.

Do not turn in any assignment that is not completed to avoid being counted late, it will be.

c.
Do not rely on computers or printers.  “I’ve got my work done, but it won’t print.”  (example of late)


If you decide to use a computer to complete your work be sure you have it in class when it’s due.


Have ALL printing done PRIOR to the beginning of class,,,Be organized.

d.
ALL daily work will be completed in black or blue ink.  Unless otheriwise indicated by the instructor.

e.
REQUIRED PROJECTS:   Must be completed in their entirety and turned in on time as a requirement for 
passing this class.  Projects must meet all standard pre-requistes of each  project.  


Example:  I have a 90% and I do not need to complete a “required project”  to pass this class.

Students can not pass this class for any grading period without completing all 


“required  projects.” 


NOTE:
Refusal to do assigned work or to be productive during study time (lab day) is not aoption.



Students refusing to be productive will be refered to the office for encouragement.

g.           Each day students are to brng to class an AR book.   Students have one week to obtain an AR book

              Students who make the choice to not have an AR book with them will make up the assigned reading time.

h.           Leaving the room:   Students will not be allowed to leave the room to obtain an assignment, books, pens, etc.     

              without redeeming their “Success Pass.”

Retake Exams:                   Students have the next block day to retake any exam, or speech.  Studentts must

                                           earn a minimum grade of 50% on the first exam or speech in order to qualify for a retake.

                                           Retakes will be given before school or during seminar.  After one block day the original grade 

                                           will become record. The final grade will be the average of the two (2) exams or speeches.
