Point of View

vantage point from which the writer tells a story




a.
first person…story is told by one of the characters, referred to as “I.”

limited third person…reveals the thoughts of only one character but refers





to that character as “he” or “she.”




c.
omniscient (all knowing)…narrator knows and tells about what each 





character feels or thinks.  He knows everything !

Protagonist

main character, focus of readers attention, often the hero

Antagonist

character or force which opposes the main character, often the villain

Symbol


anything that stands for or represents something else…the flag, red rose etc.

Drama Terminology







Mr. Scheef

Antagonist
a person or force that opposes the main character, an enemy of the hero or 


heroine…Greek meaning “To struggle against.”

Aside

a dramatic element in which a character turns “aside” to speak a few words



directly to the audience or to another character, but is not supposed to be heard



by others on stage.

Catastrophe
the final resolution of the plot in a tragedy, usually involves the death of the 



Protagonist.

Catharsis
in a tragedy, it is the release of strong emotions whether it be pleasure or relief



by both the audience and the protagonist.

Comedy
a play written mainly to amuse its audience, usually ends happily because the



hero or heroine is able to overcome obstacles.

Dialogue
conversation or speech among two or more characters

a story written to be acted out on a stage…emphasis on:

Dramatic Conventions

devices that the audience accepts as reality in a drama such as 





an interval between representing hours, days, weeks, etc.

Flashback
scene in a play that interrupts the present action to tell of events that have happened



at an earlier time.

Foreshadowing
        the use of clues that hint at important plot developments that are to follow.

Plot

the pattern of cause and effect.  Plots may be simple or complex and consist of a



Major plot plus one or more subplots.

Protagonist
the central character in a drama, the whom the audience/reader is supposed to



sympathize with.

Setting

the physical description of time and place

Soliloquy
dramatic element in which a character makes an extended speech while alone



on stage.   This allows the audience to see the character’s most private feelings



and thoughts.

Theme

main idea or the moral of the story.

Tragedy
a play dealing with very serious and important themes, in which a dignified



tragic figure meets with destruction, usually through some personal flaw or weakness.



The hero or heroine gains some wisdom or insight from the experience.

Turning Point
the crucial moment in a drama in which the fate of the hero or heroine is sealed, When



the events of the plot must begin to move towards a happy or unhappy ending.
